More ominously, some of us were shocked when po-
lice officers came to our doors around 9:00 PM on 
Saturday, December 27th and asked us to evacuate 
because Bruce Jeffry Pardo’s second rental car was 
parked on Glenoaks Blvd.

My sister, her 
family and I spent six unsettling hours away from my 
home waiting for an all clear phone call from the 
Glendale Police. I would like to thank the vigilant 
neighbors who reported the suspicious car and also 
the Glendale Police Department for their swift action 
in securing the neighborhood until it could be deter-
mined that the car had no explosive devices within it.  
 
We live in this canyon feeling secure and serene but, 
as this experience shows us, none of us are immune 
to the dangers of social/domestic violence. Fortu-
nately, for us in Glenoaks Canyon, we were able to 
return to our homes at 3:00AM; however, our hearts 
and prayers go out to the family in West Covina 
where the Christmas Day tragedy occurred.
